In this reading, Paul tells us that we aren’t our own!  So, whom do you 
belong to? 
 
Give one example of how to “glorify God in your body”. 
 
 

6.  Just before the Gospel reading, we make a small Sign of the Cross on 
our forehead, one on our lips, and one over our heart.  Did you say a quiet 
prayer while making tracing crosses (Lord, please be always on my mind, 
spoken on my lips, and living in my heart)? 
 
 
7.  Which book of the Bible is the Gospel reading from, today? 
 

Do you think this story takes place at the beginning of Jesus’ ministry, or 
towards the end? 
 
Why? 
 
 
Who started to follow Jesus, in this reading? 
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Who received a new name from Jesus?  (Write his old name and his 
new name.) 
 
(Did you know this guy became the first pope?!)

9.  Did you pay close attention to the Consecration, when the priest 
repeats Jesus’ words of the Last Supper, “This is my body which will be 
given up for you.  Do this in remembrance of me…”? 
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
